Cell Phone Etiquette 

Veterans on the Move 

Manners versus Mania 

It used to be cigarettes, but now its cell phones, the newest addiction in our lives. We no longer think people are nuts when they are standing alone and talking with no one else around. Usually one of their hands is cuffed up around one ear, as they prattle. What’s going on?

 

Cell phone usage can be both annoying and/or offensive. Why generate negative feelings with listeners who are not a party to the call? Did you leave your manners in the case holder when your pulled the cell phone out and dialed the number? Veterans, accustomed by their military experience to precise planning, are better acclimated to show respect and manners when using their cell phones.

2. Let "bread and milk" calls go to voicemail. Frequent chatty calls during your workday will often reflect negatively on your perceived concentration of work duties.  

3. Find a private, quiet place to make your calls, when absolutely necessary to make the call. Most etiquette advisors agree you should always observe the "ten-foot rule". Maintain a buffer zone of at least ten feet from others while you’re using your cell phone.

4. Don’t bring your cell phone to meetings. Neglecting this one rule can do career damage even when you adhere to most of the other recommendations. 

5. Never use your cell phone in restrooms. Why? You often do not know who else may be using the facilities. Should you communicate private information or sensitive work issues, you may easily be overheard without your knowledge. There are some well-documented horror stories of information delivered into the wrong hands by this simple, innocuous rule violation.  6. Eliminate embarrassing ring tones. Should you have a psychological need to use a cutesy or outrageous ring tone while away from your job, be very careful when you are at work. Either keep your cell phone on vibrate at all times at work or change to a more professional ring tone during your work day. A silly ring tone can negatively impact your career by displaying a less than professional, serious image to management.  

7. Maintain a low voice during cell phone conversations. Often called "holding court", having loud conversations about nothing, a loud voice can be extremely annoying to anyone within earshot. Often, the ten-foot rule becomes useless during one of these situations. Unless you are in the middle of a loud construction site, you should understand that cell phone microphones are very sensitive and only inches away from your mouth. There is normally no need to increase your voice to levels used by seminar leaders talking without microphones.. 

 

Veterans can lead the way with cell phone etiquette. And, their examples can blaze the etiquette trail for others.

  Emily Post, who was born in 1872, published her first book in Etiquette in 1922. She described manners in the following words: "Manners are made up of trivialities of deportment which can be easily learned if one does not happen to know them; manner is personality—the outward manifestation of one’s innate character and attitude toward life." Peggy Post, the wife of Emily’s great-grandson, now runs the Emily Post Institute. The Emily Post Etiquette Book is now in its 17th edition.

 

As with any new technology, focusing on your cell phone manners can enhance your friends’ appreciation for your consideration. When telephones first came out, Alexander Graham Bell, designed them with an "open line". They had no ringers. You laid the phone on the table and listened for someone to yell your name over the line. 

Bell's archrival, Thomas Alva Edison, began pushing the idea of saying, "Hello!" when calling. At first this was considered déclassé. Before being used on the phone line, "Hello" was a term associated in calling hound dogs. Eventually, the Edison usage became accepted. So today, its proper etiquette and shows respect to say "Hello" when first answering a call. 

Is there anything worse than drunk dialing? TUI, talking under the influence, is not an offense. But how offensive is it to have your ears pounded by someone else’s private cell phone call from the bathroom stall next to you. Is there a more private place to repose? Can urinal cell calls be that important? 

Cell calls should be courteously made. Here are some of Peggy Post’s cell phone etiquette rules for daily use:

 1. If you're expecting a call that absolutely can't wait, let your friends know as soon as you meet that you'll need to answer the phone. 

2. If you must use the phone in front of others, first explain — "I have to check in with the babysitter" — then step away to call. 

3. When at a restaurant, you should leave the table to make a call — but don't be away for longer than it takes for a restroom visit. 

4. Theaters, places of worship and funerals should always be call-free zones.  

5. If your phone rings at an inopportune time, don't ignore it or pretend it's not yours. Quickly shut it off.

 

Work sites are especially sensitive to bad cell phone manners. Many companies are now establishing policies on cell phone usage at work.

 Here are a few work site rules, from various sources, to consider: 

1. Unless your cell phone is a company-issued handset for business use, set your unit to vibrate while at your desk.
