Vietnam Veterans Recognition Ceremony
In October, Rep. Henry Brown will be honoring the men and women who served our country during the Vietnam War Era. To pay tribute to those Americans who made the supreme sacrifice during the Vietnam War, he has arranged to have the Moving Wall, a replica of the Vietnam Veterans Memorial, on display in the First Congressional District. The Moving Wall will be located at the North Charleston Coliseum in Parking Lot B from October 16 until October 20, 2008.
On Saturday October 18th starting at 10:30 a.m., Rep. Brown will be hosting a special ceremony inside the Coliseum to recognize all of our Vietnam Era Veterans who served in any branch of service during this time. Tuesday- Speakers included Secretary of Veterans Affairs General James B. Peake; Senator Mel Martinez of Florida; Senator Bill Nelson of Florida; Rear Admiral Donna Crisp, JPAC commander; Chief of Staff of the Army General George W. Casey, Jr.; Elizabeth O’Herrin, Executive Director, Student Veterans of America; Paul Rieckhoff, Executive Director and founder, Iraq and Afghanistan Veterans of America; Lieutenant General H. Steven Blum, National Guard Chief, who accepted the VFW Armed Forces Award; Senator Jim Webb of Virginia who accepted the VFW Gold Medal of Merit and Citation; and Captain Earl Morse, USAF (ret) Founder and Operations Manager of Honor Flight, Inc.  Jan Scruggs accepted $327,000.00 from the VFW as part of the $1 million pledged by the VFW for the construction of the Vietnam Veterans Memorial Center.  Lieutenant Colonel Charles Dryden, a Tuskegee airman, was posthumously awarded the VFW Americanism Award.  Dryden died two months ago.  Accepting the award for him was his son.  Senator Barack Obama was politely welcomed by the delegates.  His speech was met with 5-6 seated and sporadic claps.   

Wednesday – Governor Rick Perry of Texas spoke to the delegates.  The Keynote Speaker of the day was President George W. Bush who was greeted enthusiastically by all.  He received many standing ovations during his presentation.

Thursday – Elected as VFW Commander-in-Chief was a friend and Marine Glen Gardner from Texas.  Elected as VFW Senior Vice Commander-in-Chief was another friend, Tommy Tradewell from Wisconsin.  Elected as VFW Junior Vice Commander-in-Chief was yet another friend and Marine Richard Eubank from California. Tradewell, Eubank, and I served together as VFW state commanders of our respective states in 1999-2000.  Friday afternoon I attended the reception for the newly elected and installed commander-in-chief and Ladies Auxiliary president.
