At the present time we are listed at national headquarters as having a total of 344 members, of that membership 220 are life members and a total of 39 have yet to pay their dues. Our overall percentage is good, but we should be over 100% by now. Remember that membership is every member’s business, not just the Post Officers. Most everyone knows someone who is eligible to be a member of the VFW and most of the time it only requires a mention to get his or her interest. Another thing to remember, a DD-214 is not the only proof of eligibility. A set of orders for one of our National Guard or Reserve members to Iraq or Afghanistan will suffice, or a copy of a service record page showing duty in one of these areas. The same goes for submarine veterans who show a deterrent patrol entry either on a copy of their DD-214 or a service record entry.

	 “The Post Quartermaster is the chief financial officer of the Post. The Quartermaster is the custodian of all Post property and the officer responsible for safeguarding Post funds and property. The Quartermaster is accountable to the Post, Department and National Organization for all of the monies, securities, vouchers, and property of the Post. He or she is the only one authorized under the By-Laws to receive, handle, disburse and account for funds of the Post. There are no exceptions to this rule!

   No committee, holding company, canteen manager, group or individual in the Post or in any way connected with the Post’s activities, can take this authority and responsibility from the Quartermaster. All fundsm monies or properties accumulated under the name of the Veterans of Foreign Wars for the Post, regardless of the nature of the activity which accumulates them, are the property of the Post and are subject only to disposition by Post action. No Post member can mandate the expenditure of funds or disposition of Post property unless properly authorized by the Post and executed by the Quartermaster.

   A good Quartermaster is a major factor in the success of a Post. On the other hand, no one can ruin a Post more quickly than a poor Quartermaster.

   The National By-Laws are more explicit on the duties of the Post Quartermaster than those for any other office. The Quartermaster is the custodian of the money and property of the Post, the guardian of its finances and the keeper of the financial records. The Quartermaster also plays an important role in collecting and processing dues.

   The Quartermaster is meant to be, and must be, more than a bookkeeper, although maintaining adequate financial records is very important. He or she generallt knows more about the Post tan any other individual and MUST BE dependable, honest and capable. In Post meetings, the Chaplain prays that we may “Live lives of stainless integrity.” This petition applies to all Post Officers, but especially the Post Quartermaster. Your personal honesty and integrity must be above suspicion! You must keep an accurate account of your stewardship. You can not steal, you can not cheat, and you cannot “chisel” because a “chiseler” is a theif at heart. You must be everything the finest VFW character should be and with it all…be the hardest worker in the Post”
