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   Veterans Burial Benefits   

The VA maintains 131 national cemeteries, soldier’s lots and monuments sites throughout the United States. All veterans who have been honorably discharged from active military duty, subject to some active duty time restrictions, are eligible to be buried in the VA cemeteries. The grave site is free. It is maintained in perpetual care. Family members of eligible veterans are also allowed to be buried in the VA cemetery, even if the family member dies before the veteran.   There are three VA cemeteries in South Carolina: (1) Beaufort National Cemetery (2) Florence National Cemetery and (3) Fort Jackson National Cemetery. Of course, the veteran’s family may choose any VA National Cemeteries in the other 49 states.   The cost of the casket and vault are not paid by the VA. That’s a family expense. But the VA will, upon request, furnish a headstone or grave marker without charge for any veteran regardless of the veteran’s date of death. This is true for any veteran, regardless of whether they are buried in a VA National Cemetery or a private cemetery. Family members are not eligible for a headstone or grave marker unless they are buried in a VA National Cemetery.   The VA will also furnish, upon request, a Presidential Memorial Certificate to the veteran’s next of kin and loved ones. This engraved paper certificate is signed by the current President to honor the memory of honorably discharged deceased veterans. More information about the VA National Cemeteries can be found at www.cem.va.gov.
