WASHINGTON CONFERENCE:  It was my privilege to attend the VFW National Community Service/Legislative Conference in Washington, DC 2-5 March 2008.  Among the many distinguished guests who attended the conference to speak to the attendees and receive awards (in some cases) were: 

    Bob Schieffer, CBS Chief Washington correspondent and host for Face the Nation, who received the VFW News Media Award.

    Gordon England, Deputy Secretary of Defense.

A representative of R. J. Reynolds Corporation, Doral Division, presented a check to the VFW in the amount of $600,000.00 for Operation Uplink.  In the past four (4) years Reynolds Corp. has donated $2.1 million in support of Operation Uplink.  

The fifty-four (54) winners, at the Department level, were also in Washington for a week to compete at the National level in the Voice of Democracy program.  They were chaperoned to all the DC historical points of interest to include a visit with the President in the White House.  The complete expense of travel from home to DC and return home, food, entertainment, hotel expenses, Celebration of Achievement Banquet ($50.00 each), as well as other support expenses for all fifty-four (54) contestants were paid for by the Target stores corporation.  Target deserves our patronage.  Rex A. Harrison, the South Carolina winner, didn't place among the top winners in the National Voice of Democracy competition but he did come home with a $3,500.00 scholarship.  

Carolyn Kennedy, a teacher in Landrum, SC, won the VFW National Citizenship Education Teacher award.  It's the second time in the eight years of the program that a teacher from South Carolina has won this award.  

Tuesday morning we went to Capitol Hill to listen to Commander-in-Chief George Lisicki testify before the Joint Committee on Veterans' Affairs.  The testimony, followed by Q&A, lasted two and a half hours; one of the longest I've attended.  After the testimony, we visited the South Carolina senators and representatives who were still in town to discuss veterans' issues.
