Running Red Lights Legally (continued)

So, SCDOT to the rescue - maybe. Their engineers now have a new "loop detector". The new ones have a metal strip down the middle of the loop. They think that will help eliminate the permanent stopping of our friends who drive two and three wheelers. But does it?

The SC Legislature said no, it does not. Thus, the birth of a new law allowing some vehicles to run through a steady burning red light. With the enactment of this law, approved even by our Romeo Governor - passed about two years ago - drivers of motorcycles, mopeds, bicycles and three wheelers can consider the "red" light as a "stop sign". Stop first. Then proceed. 

 

There are two very important conditions in this law. Before the drivers can proceed, they must (1) stop for "120 seconds". (As veterans, we all know that means two minutes.) and (2) they must use "due care" (As veterans, we all know that means to look all ways and go only if the way is clear. The legislature used the "due care" language to satisfy the lawyers and judges and give them something to talk about to juries.)


 Tips to ensure these trip switches work - Stop your motorcycle tires directly on top of the metal strip, usually the metal strip on the left side of the "loop". Do not drive beyond the intersection end of the metal strip. You don’t have to stomp your steel toe boots on the metal strip. If it still ignores the weight of your motorcycle and you, and 2 minutes elapse, and the way is clear, you’re good to go.

 


One last tid-bit. Many police officers left the police academy in Columbia long before this two years old law was passed. Tell them it’s Section 56-5-970 of the SC Code of Laws. Be courteous, accept their ticket, call your Post Judge Advocate, demand a jury trial and plead not guilty. Veterans continue to serve everyday. This time, us veterans will provide the police officer with a very good Courtroom education.

Running Red Lights Legally

 

Ain’t it nice to legally run a red light when other motorists cannot. Don’t forget to wave at those other drivers left behind in the intersection still waiting on the traffic light to change colors. That lets them know you are not color blind. When waving back to them please try and avoid the international gesture of indecency - in case you are tempted by that symbolism. Veterans run red lights legally but also courteously. 

 

South Carolina has 4,000 traffic lights hanging over intersecting streets, those machines controlling segments of our lives. Only 15% are pre-timed. The other 85%, or 3,400, are hooked up to trip switches. These trip switches are embedded in the asphalt near the traffic light. The official jargon from the SCDOT calls these trip switches "loop detectors". Not very descriptive as English goes.                                              

 

What is a "loop detector"? It’s a metal sensing device smashed down into the asphalt which electrically reacts to any other metal object which passes over it. From an aerial view, the old version of the "loop detector" resembles the outline of a coffin. In the old version, there are no metal strips in the center of the "loop detector". Consequently many vehicles used for transport are permanently stopped. They are simply not detected by the coffin shaped "loop detector". Who gets caught in this trap? Drivers of motorcycles, mopeds, bicycles and three wheelers.
